A preliminary development plan shall be submitted to the Planning Commission with
the application for the Planned Development within six months of the pre-application conference.

The Planning Commission shall review and make a recommendation to the Board of Mayor and
Aldermen on all proposed Planned Developments. Planned Developments are approved, and
amended, by the Board of Mayor and Aldermen as a Resolution.

The approved Preliminary Development Plan shall bind the applicant, owner and mortgagee, if
any, and the Town of Collierville with respect to the contents of such plan. The Preliminary
Development Plan shall be used in lieu of a Master Subdivision Plan to comply with the
provisions of the Subdivision Regulations pertaining to Master Plans.

No tract of land may be considered for or approved as a Planned Development unless such tract is
under the single ownership of a landowner. According to the Zoning Ordinance, a landowner may
be a person, partnership, corporation, association, or any other legal entity entitled to own
property. Unless otherwise provided as a condition of approval, the landowner of an adopted
Planned Development may divide and transfer parts of such development. The transferee shall
complete each section and use and maintain it in strict conformance with the final development
plan.
